· Grad coordinator receives your info, submits your request to grad school. 
· The Graduate School issues a degree warrant if you meet these requirements:
· Registered for a minimum of two graduate-level credits (300-level or above for a grade, no audits, or pass/fail) in the semester (fall, spring or summer) you expect your degree. 
· Meet all credit requirements
· Graduate GPA of at least 3.00.
· All incomplete, unreported grades, or progress grades in anything other than research/thesis (usually 690, 790, 990) must have been cleared. 
· Students receiving a second (or third) master’s degree from UW-Madison, and students receiving two master’s degrees during the same semester, must submit official lists (on program letterhead and signed by advisors or program chairs) of courses used for each degree. We use these lists to check the 25% overlap rule.
· You must complete all requirements by the appropriate degree deadline.
· Your warrant will be available at https://my.grad.wisc.edu/ . Follow these steps to obtain signatures:

· Find the warrant in the Warrants section
· Click the ellipsis in the Actions column
· Click 'View Committee'
· Send emails to committee members
· Once completed, the grad coordinator will submit to the grad school

· If you are staying with the same advisor for your PhD then they do not need to update your 990 until after you complete the PhD. If you are changing advisors, have your MS advisor change your 990 grade from a P to S.
· You will need to fill out a program add/change request to move over to PhD. https://grad.wisc.edu/documents/change-program/ the request will go to the graduate coordinator for approval. If you are moving to a PhD program outside of Agronomy or PBPG you will need to work with that program for admissions/to move over to the PhD. Please work with that program well in advance of when you intend to move to the PhD.
